Ota City prides itself in having
the largest number of shopping
streets and bathhouses in Tokyo,
and it is particularly well-known
for its black water baths. The area
is also known for its connections
to industry and has more than
4,000 seizogyo, which includes
both factories and manufacturing
related companies.
